Study.  Your notes and sketches are not intended to be accurate or complete representations of 
the artworks.  Instead, your notes and sketches are devices to help you think.

After your visit, post notes, drawings, photos to your blog.  You may need to summarize your 
thoughts, or in some cases you may be able to post exactly what you put in your sketchbook.  The 
idea is to organize your thoughts and reactions to each of these three exhibitions, and to also make
your thoughts and reactions available to the rest of the class.
